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SE Rules

There are a few changes this year in our rules  ... Read Carefully 

We will be starting Team Points System Before the team’s first race of the season, SCSE must have a list of drivers, and the maximum number of drivers is three

If any of the drivers of the team participates in a SCSE race at the same time as the rest of the team, the team will now split off and may not return as a team for the rest of the season and the points already earned will be split up.

· NO Substitute drivers allowed.

· You may use a different car.

What’s allowed? 

· Nitro and Nitrous Oxide are allowed in SCSE Events, (except in last years Az vs. So Cal SE Shootout

· Anything will be allowed as long as the car can pass the tracks tech.

· Open Headers are always allowed, and recommended, mufflers are not mandatory.
· Blower's are allowed but due to the sound control problems at Fontana, gas is the reccommended fuel, alky may be used, but track has final say on this type of entry.
Refunds: A refund policy was in effect for the past 2 years but was causing problems. Starting in the 2006 season, there will be no refunds once you enter and everyone is required to pay their entry before the first qualifying run. The only exceptions will be if you arrive late and have to hurry to make your pass, be we do expect you to pay up as soon as the round is over. 
Points: For 2009, the points structure will revert back to the old system, We should have 8 events and all points will count for your year end points totals, As an extra incentive, those who attend all scheduled races, will receive a "Perfect Attendance " bonus of 10 points. Year End points and payout's will be based on a total accumulation from eight events on the schedule. Go here to see how points are awarded (Points)
If you cannot attend a race you may pay the $125 entry fee and receive your 20 points. To benefit those who do attend and compete, first round losers will now receive 31 points.
SCSE Super Eliminator Decals: SCSE Decals must be visibly on both sides of the race car before first round of eliminations or you will not be given points and prize money. (Yes, we do check) JE Pistons, Mikes Transmission, K&N Filters and Continental Converter decals also must be visible in all rounds to receive their respective bonus awards. 

K&N Filters  and JE Pistons decals must be displayed on both sides for the entire racing season of your race car to be eligible for the respective bonus programs. Please don't put the association board members in the position of denying bonus monies that are available, we have made a promise and intend on keeping it, that’s good for business for next year. Decals are available from the race director upon signing in.

The“Trash the Champ" will be in effect for the 2010 season presented by Salt Creek Grille. Who ever can eliminate the winner from the previous race, wins $100 dollars Dining Certificate from Salt Creek Grille, if no one defeats the champion from the last race, the certificate goes to the winner of that days race. A special thanks to Kenny Upton for arranging this special program
